 In Kendriya Vidyalaya, Bilaspur, the NCC unit was started on 23 May,2023 .The unit is 
affiliated to 7CG Ba�alion. Presently, 25 Cadets are enrolled in the Army wing having 11 
girls/JW(Junior Wings)  and 14 boys/JD(Junior Division). The cadets are being trained by 
Personal Instructors every week. The main objec�ve of NCC is to inculcate patrio�sm amongst 
the students to serve for the country and KV Bilaspur is mo�va�ng the students to par�cipate in 
such ac�vi�es.

31 schools of Raipur region par�cipated with 5 subthemes. Three students of our school were 
selected for na�onal level to be held at KV No. 1 AAFS AGRA. 
 The Science Department also conducted Olympiad exam in Physics, Chemistry, Biology 
and Science in November, 2023 organised by AIPT for students of our school. 
 This year, the Science Department conducted VVM exam in which 14 students 
par�cipated and one student Shreyansh Thakur was selected for the state level compe��on. 
 The laboratories of the Science Department are well equipped and prac�cals for 
secondary and senior secondary classes are regularly conducted.

UNVEILING THE PAST :
CARBON DATING

 Carbon da�ng,  a  powerful  tool  in 

archaeology and science, relies on the principle 

of half-life. Half-life is the �me for half of a 

radioac�ve substance to decay. Carbon-14, a 

radioac�ve isotope, decays over a known half-

life of 5,730 years. While an

 organism is alive, it maintains a balance 

between carbon-14 intake and decay. When it 

dies, the decay clock begins. By measuring the 

remaining carbon-14 ac�vity in a sample, 

scien�sts can es�mate how many half-life have 

passed, revealing the sample's age. The carbon-

14 ac�vity can be measured by l iquid 

scin�lla�on coun�ng method. In this method, 

radioac�vity is measured by detec�ng flashes 

of light produced when radioac�ve par�cle 

interact with scin�lla�ng liquid (Zinc sulphide). 

Carbon da�ng has played a crucial role in da�ng 

the ancient ci�es of Mohenjo-Daro and 

Harappa. This method uncovers history and 

ar�facts, helping usunderstand Earth's past.
